Premier Designs is a wonderful jewelry company that is based in Dallas, Texas and was founded in 1985.  We have been around for a long time offering great jewelry and service to ladies all across the nation.

· Premier Designs Jewelry is all high fashion jewelry.

· The jewelry comes with a great price, as our average piece is around $25-$30.  Ladies love being able to come to our shows and buy several of the pieces they like, without paying a fortune.  

· We also have a great hostess plan.  Our hostesses get 30% of their retail sales in free jewelry.  They also have a chance to earn 4 $25 bonuses.  And on top of that, they also can purchase 4-8 items at half price.  The wonderful hostess plan that Premier offers is what keeps me in business.  I am continually able to book shows because ladies want the free jewelry!

· And one of the greatest things about Premier Designs is the Opportunity we have to make some extra money.  So, let’s take a look at that opportunity….

· There are two ways to make money in Premier Designs.  

· The first is through our retail sales.  We make 50% of anything we sell.  For example, if you have a $500 retail show, then you make $250.  Not bad for about 4 hours of work!  And you can sell your jewelry to anyone anytime.  It doesn’t have to be just at a home show.  If your neighbor needs a gift, you can certainly order something for her.  This 50% commission is an industry high.  Not many companies offer this to their entire team.  

· The second way you make money in Premier is a commission from your downline.  Your downline is anyone you sponsor into Premier and anyone under them, and it is called your 10-10-10.  Premier pays you 10% of what they get for any orders submitted from your downline, and that goes 3 levels deep.  I know that sounds really confusing, so I have a picture here to help explain it!  

· Let’s pretend that this big heart at the top is you. She is this first heart over here and is considered your first level.  Then, she sponsors her neighbor, who becomes your 2nd level.  The neighbor then sponsors her cousin, who becomes your 3rd level.  Every time these ladies do a show, you are getting 10% of what they send Premeir.  The commission never comes out of a jeweler’s pocket, only Premier’s.  As you can see from this diagram, you might only personally sponsor 4 people, but if you teach them to sponsor, then you could end up having a downline of 17 like this!  If all 17 of these people did one show a month, with an average retail of $500, you would make an extra $425!!!!  Imagine if they all just did two shows a month!  So, you can see why the 10-10-10 commission plan is so exciting.  By the way, you can certainly sponsor more than 4 first levels to watch it grow bigger!
· Now ladies, sponsoring is not a requirement in Premier, it is simply a privilege.  You can certainly just do home shows to make some extra cash. And….

· Just by doing one show a week, you can easily add an extra $1000 to your monthly budget.  Think about it!  One night a week.  Maybe you have nothing going on on Thursday nights.  That could be your show night.  Ladies, that is amazing that we have a chance to make that kind of money in a part time job.  Now, I know you are all sitting there thinking….  

· How do you get started???, Well, let me tell you.  (
· To become a jeweler, there is an application and authorization fee of $395, which covers a ton of things.  Those things can be broken down into two main categories….supplies and services.  

· The supplies it covers are all the paper things you need to be a jeweler.  They will send you training materials, including a handbook with tons of information, a DVD and a CD set.  They want to make sure you are prepared.  They will also send you an initial supply of catalogues and order forms.  They will also send you a literature package with brochures you can use for sponsoring.  Basically, this is all the paper stuff you need to be a jeweler.    

The services it covers are really where most of the $395 goes.  The services you get are:

· Every month, Premier will send you a report, what we call a CV report, that will reflect all your personal sales and the sales of anyone in your downline.  This is a great tool when you begin to build a downline so you can see what your people are doing and offer help when needed.  Part of our fees go to pay the accounting staff in Texas to do this work for you!

· Ground shipping on all your personal orders from the company.  This is great because you don’t have to pay shipping here and there all year.  That bill could really add up.  Especially just from ordering catalogues! They are heavy!  I know the box I get comes from Fed Ex and weighs 30 pounds.  I don’t even want to know how much that would cost!

· Another service they provide is the filing of all state sales tax.  This is great because you don’t have to worry about getting a business license in order to file this type of tax.  Getting a business license requires some work from a lawyer, so you are saving yourself the lawyer fees.  Also, I don’t know about you, but I don’t want to be responsible for filing something as important as sales tax!  Again, our fees are going to pay the ladies in the accounting department to do this for us!

· One of my favorite services they provide is the packaging and shipping of all the orders I submit.  Once I submit an order online, they pack it for my customers and send it directly to the hostess!  I don’t have to play the middleman and receive the jewelry and then get it to the customer.  

· And the last service they provide is a wonderful website and customer service line.  Some of our fees go to keep these things running smoothly so our business can also run smoothly.    

· As you can see, this $395 fee is actually a pretty low figure for everything you are getting.  Once you pay the $395 fee, you are a jeweler for one year.  In that year, Premier does not have any quotas that you have to meet to ‘stay’ a jeweler.  Even if you only do one show, you are still a jeweler for one year.  After your year, you will decide if you want to keep making money as a jewelry lady. If so, to continue all the services you get, that $395 drops down to $350.  Now, there are some ways that Premier helps you come up with that renewal fee, but I am not going to go into that now.  I am already giving you tons of information, so I will save that for later.  In about 6 months, after you have been a jeweler for half a year, then we will go over those kinds of things!  
· Now once you are officially a jeweler, you are still going to need to get some jewelry samples!

There are three ways to get jewelry samples.

· The first is called jeweler’s choice and it is exactly that, your choice.  You now know that the cost on the jewelry is 50%, so you can choose to buy as much or little of it for your samples as you want.  

· The second and most preferred package is called the President’s Package.  It contains 70 pieces of pre-selected pieces.  The selections have been made based on current market trends.  When you get the kit, they also include a carrying case for all your jewelry, trays for the case, a ring sizer, and a necklace sizer.  The retail on the kit is $2000, so the jeweler cost is $1000.  If you get this kit when you first become a jeweler, Premier gives you a $250 discount, so it is only $750.

The third package is called the Promotional Package.  It is pretty much the same as the President’s Package, just a bit smaller.  It comes with 40 pieces of pre-selected jewelry, the carrying case, trays, and sizers.  The retail in this package is $1200,  but Premier offers it for $475.  This package is perfect for past hostesses or frequent customers who already have a lot of Premier jewelry or someone on a budget.  If you can swing it, I would always suggest the President’s Package.  
Now, I know that you are sitting there thinking I am crazy, because I just told you about the $395 to get started and the $750 for samples.  You NEED extra money, so how are you going to come up with this???

Well….

· Premier does have some financing available.  We have a Premier card, offered through a 3rd party company, that you can apply for.  If you get the card, you can put your entire initial investment on the card for zero down and you will have 3 months interest free to pay that off!  3 months ladies!  That is a lot of time.  I will tell you that when I started, my goal was to pay it off in two months instead of three.  Well, I certainly surprised myself when I paid it off in my first 20 days! That was all it took.   My first four parties allowed me to pay back that investment, so I was then in the clear to make a profit.  Most jewelers pay off their investment within 4-6 shows.  So, you can see that paying off that Premier card is really easy to do.  Even just doing one show a week once you get started will allow you to pay off your card in only a month and  a half!  You won’t have to wait until 3 months!    

· Now, once you pay the $395 and get your jewelry, the first thing you do is your training show.  
· This is a show you do at your house with your friends and family.  The training show is really exciting because it is the kick off of your business.  Your sponsor will come and actually do the show for you so you can watch again and take any notes before it is your turn to do the talking.  At your show, you get all the profits, so you can start paying off that kit.  You also get all the bookings to help you get up and running.  And, because you are considered the hostess that day, you get all the free jewelry!!!  So, if there were a few pieces you didn’t get in your kit, you can get them at the show for free!  So, as you can see, the training show is a win-win situation for you!  

· After your training show, you are off and running, making lots of extra cash.  Along your journey, I will be here to help and support you in any way I can.  You are never alone as a Premier Designs Jeweler!
